The City of Wanneroo has provided significant support to this prejedtin January 2006
approved the development application. In July 2006 the WA Planning Commission endorsed
the structure plan amendments to enable the owner to proceed with this project. To date, the
City has not received a building application to spadceedings. Based on earlier advice from

the owner, if this project was to commence this month, Stage 1 has a proposed completion
date of late 2008.
